Course report August 2019 

The Load shedding by Zesa has made the maintenance and normal day to day programmes 

virtually impossible ,6-7 hours power every night has meant that only the greens and the tee 

boxes are being irrigated .The slight increase in power lately has enabled some irrigation of the 

fairways but the course is very dry and needs a lot of water to bring it up to field capacity .The 

fairways will recover very quickly with good rains and there is fertilizer to hand to speed the 

recovery. 

The dedication and hard work under very difficult conditions by the staff must be 

complimented.  

Reseeding of the greens  

The reseeding of the greens will not take place in September as planned because of the power 

problems unless the situation improves, but the annual Hollow-tine and scarification plus top 

dressing will take place in September.
